The Nativity of the Lord

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On Christmas Day, we remember with great joy the birth of Our Lord Jesus, as one like ourselves. The eternal Son of God has taken on the fullness of our nature, and has been born of the Virgin Mary. At Midnight Mass the readings focus on Christ’s birth at Bethlehem. The readings for the Mass at Dawn concentrated on the adoration of the newborn Christ by the shepherds and the angels. In the Mass of Christmas Day, the Church lays before us the Gospel of St. John, to encourage us the meditate on the mystery of the Second Person of the Blessed Trinity, the Word who has become man, so that we may become the children of God.

God came to earth, not as a fully formed adult or in some form other than that of a human being. Rather, he embraced the fullness of our nature in order to heal every aspect of it. Our feast today, Christmas, celebrates his birth as a baby. In so doing, we also celebrate our own healing. Joyful as Christmas Day is, and should be, the Gospel text reminds us that there is still need to accept this healing, this union with Jesus, through our own free will.
